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GUIDELINES FOR ORGANIZATION OF THE EXPANDED ABSTRACT

· The text of the document must be formatted in Word, following the specifications below: Paper: A4 (29.7 cm x 21 cm); Page orientation: vertical; Margins: top 2.5 cm, bottom 2.5 cm, right and left 3.0 cm.
· All sections must be written in Times New Roman, size 12, with single spacing and justified alignment.
· The document must have a maximum of six pages, including all sections of the expanded abstract, respecting the indicated spaces with single blank lines. The text must follow the standards of the Brazilian Association of Technical Standards (ABNT) for normalization, including: References (NBR 6023); Citations (NBR 10520).
· The expanded abstract should present general information about the research, justifying its relevance, contribution to academic-scientific knowledge, and relevant results found.
· Its purpose is to inform and update the reader on existing knowledge regarding the addressed topic.
· The expanded abstract must include the following sections: Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, Final Considerations, and References. The description, although concise, should be clear, allowing the reader to fully understand the procedure adopted or access it through cited references.
· After the Final Considerations section, a Keywords section must be included.
The expanded abstract must not contain figures, images, tables, charts, or equations.
The second page will present a model for writing the expanded abstract, while the third page will contain an example of an expanded abstract.

When adjusting the template in your expanded abstract, disregard this page and format from the following page.
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Note: To submit the scientific article "WITHOUT IDENTIFICATION," simply attach the same document without the "Full Name of the Author" and "Course Name – University Name, email: author@gmail.com.

Abstract
The abstract of your scientific article is a crucial component that deserves special attention. Rather than merely listing topics, this abstract should consist of concise sentences that clearly convey the essence of your study. Limited to 250 words, the abstract must be written in the same language as the article. It should succinctly address the research problem investigated, the methods employed to tackle it, the most relevant results obtained during the study, and the conclusions derived from those results. A well-crafted abstract not only synthesizes the article's content but also piques the reader's interest and prepares them to understand the essence of the presented work.

1. INTRODUCTION

2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

Inform and/or comment on the results obtained from the research.

4. FINAL CONSIDERATIONS
Demonstrate whether the proposed objectives were achieved, along with the final considerations of your research.

KEYWORDS: Connection; Congress; Innovation; Research; Emerging Technology. The keywords should help identify the main topics addressed in the article, with a minimum of 3 (three) and a maximum of 5 (five), separated by semicolons “;”.
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
